Handyperson Service – Task List
Much of the work of the Handyperson Service involves:

· Building full and/or half-steps to make access to doors easier

· Levelling flags and pathways to make them safer
· Fitting and re-fixing grab rails
· Fitting and re-fitting stair rails
These activities involve lifting and carrying heavy/awkward items.  Suitable equipment is provided, including PPE and a trolly, but the Handyperson needs to be able to meet the physical requirements of the role.

Other Handyperson jobs can include:
·  General household assistance jobs: 

          
 Putting up curtains or curtain rails

          
 Moving small furniture (in some cases 2 people may be required) 

          
 Putting up shelves and pictures 

          
 Small Joinery work
           
 Clearing lofts 
          
 Decorating small areas – painting only 
          
 Re-hanging doors 

         
 Repairing small areas of fencing and/or garden gates 

 Supply and fitting garden gates (this can include making gates)
          
 Pointing small areas of brickwork 

             Replacing broken WC seats       
 Installing keysafes


 Wall tiling - small areas only
· Minor electrical-related tasks:

          Replacing light bulbs, 
          Fitting battery operated doorbells including ring doorbells
· Energy Efficiency:

          Installing/ changing light bulbs 

          Installing draught proofing

· Safety and Security:

         
 Fitting door chains, locks and spyholes to timber doors

         
 Fitting battery operated smoke alarms

         
 Fitting stair gates, cooker guards, fire guards

         
 Removing trip hazards such as trailing wires and loose carpets
· Gardening
One off gardening tasks related to security/safety

Jet washing patios, driveways and paths
Painting garden sheds and fencing
